 3. Installation 

3.1 Software-Driver Installation 

3.1.1 Windows 98 
1) Plug the devise into PC USB port (through USB conversion cable if necessary) 

2) The computer will detect the external hardware and request installation driver; continue at 
step 3. If the computer does not automatically detect the device, click the Cancel button and 
run the setup program manually. 

3) Click the Browse button and search for the driver on the included CD ROM or floppy disk. 

4) Confirm the reboot request. The computer will now perform a reboot. 

5) Double-click “My Computer” to view a Removable Drive icon representing the MP3/WMA 
player drive. 

3.1.2 WindowsMe/2000/XP OR LATER 
1) Make sure that a USB port is present on your PC and the USB-port controller is running 

properly. 

2) There is no need to install a driver program. Just plug in the device – the computer will 
immediately recognize it as a hard disk. 

Note: With some notebooks running Windows 98, you might need to remove an “undetected 
external hardware” using the System applet in the Control Panel. Then, re-plug the device to the 
notebook PC to have the external USB device detected. At this point, complete the installation 
following the procedure described above. 
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3.2 Formatting the Drive 
1) The drive can be formatted with FAT (16) or FAT32 format under Windows XP or

A/B type MP3/WMA User Guide 
Key1: Previous song/backward 
Key2: EQ 
Key3: Next song/forward 
Key4: Power on/off/Pause 
Key5: Play cycle mode selection/A-B repeat 
Key6: Hold key 
Key7: Volume decrease 
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Key8: Volume increase 
Operation instructions 
1. Press Key8 to increase the volume 

Press Key7 to decrease the volume 
2. Switch Key6 to“A”to hold all keys 
3. During play mode, press Key 5 to select the start point (A ), press Key 5 again to select the 

end point ( B ), then the song will be played from “A” to “B” repeatedly; press Key 5 again to 
quit the repeat mode .  

In stop status, press Key 5 to change the “play cycle mode” (“ ” or “ ”) “ ” means 
playing one song repeatedly, “ ” means playing all songs repeatedly. The default mode “ ” 
means playing all songs then stopping. 
4. Push Key 3 / Key 1 to select next song / previous song., pushing and holding on the key 

means “forward” or “backward” 
5. Power on/off/play/pause/EQ 
Press and hold on Key 4 to turn on the device. The screen will display “HELLO” and the music 
will played automatically. Press Key 4 to pause. Pressing and holding on Key 4 will turn off the 
device. Press and hold key 2, this will exchange EQ mode within “jazz”, “classic” , “rock”, “pop”. 
The default EQ mode is “normal”. 
WARNING: 
1. Do not disconnect the device with the USB port during data transmission. 
2. This MP3/WMA player only supports MPEG1.0 layer 3 Version or above. (So MPEG1.0 

layer 1 or layer 2 cannot be played). 
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5. Operation 

5.1 MP3/WMA Music 

1) Make sure that an AAA battery is properly inserted into the battery case. 

2) All MP3/WMA songs should be stored in the root directory of the device flash hard drive. 

3) Connect the headphones to the phones jack. 

4) Use mode key to select MP3/WMA music. 

5) Switch key to select songs and press center key to confirm. 

6) To start/stop playing music, press the pause key. 

7) To play song with sound effects, during “play” status, press mode key to select EQ, (Repeat, 
Repeat One, Repeat All, Normal) 

8) Forward or backward turn Key allows performing a fast forward or fast backward of the 
replayed session. 

Notes: The device should be disconnected from the computer only after notifying the computer by 
clicking the Safe Unplug icon at left bottom corner of the computer screen. Especially when data 
is being uploaded / downloaded between the PC and the device, disconnecting the connection 
could corrupt the data or render the system unstable. In this case, user may need to format the 
device. To format the drive, refer to section 3.2. 

5.2 USB Removable Flash Drive 
1) Plug the device into the PC USB port. 

2) The PC should automatically detect the device (Windows ME/2000/XP) or request a driver if 
the system is running under Windows 98. 

3) For stored MP3/WMA files intended to be replayed with the device, move the required 
MP3/WMA files (with the .mp3/.wma extension) into the root directory. 

4) Files can be freely exchanged between the device and the PC and be deleted. 
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Notes: 
1) During large file transfers, a picture of file transfer should be shown on LCD display of the 

device. Never try disconnecting the USB connection as it may render the system unstable. 

2) Device should be disconnected from the computer only after notifying the computer by 
clicking the Safe Unplug icon at left bottom corner of the computer screen. Especially when 
data is being uploaded / downloaded between the PC and the device, disconnecting the 
connection would corrupt the data or render the system unstable. In this case, user may need 
to format the device. To format the drive, refer to section 3.2. 

5.3 Deleting Songs and Files 
For file deletion, simply delete songs under root director when recognized as external drive in PC
